Foisey system extends to strike length of 750 meters

Toronto, Ontario – July 19,2007- Mantis Mineral Corp (CNQ- MINT) is pleased to announce the discovery of a mineralized blast trench on strike with the Foisey Occurrence (‘Foisey’) reported July 16, 2007, effectively extending to a strike length of 750-meters the mineralization trend of the Foisey system.

 

The showing is heavily mineralized with pyrite containing very well formed pyrite crystals with some up to 2-centimeters in size.  This is a sulphur/iron bearing system common to a gold environment. Local concentrations over 25 centimeter lengths of 20% pyrite is not uncommon in the blast rubble, suggestive of heavy mineralization. The trench appears to have been blasted back in the 1930's. Mineralized samples of blasted and insitu material have been taken. 

In addition, a heavy gossan trench previously reported by prospectors was located 350-meters north of the aforementioned high pyrite showing. The rock is very fissile and sheared in places, indicative of ductile deformation common to gold mineralized deposits. This material contains up to 10% fine to medium grained disseminated pyrite. It was opened by mechanical excavation some time in the late 1990's. There are several older trenches (1930's vintage) scattered along a NNE trend immediately north of the former trench. One contains a 0.5-meter wide white quartz vein submerged in water. Grab samples were taken from this quartz vein for assaying.

Commented Robin Ross, CEO, “As noted in our most recent press release, July 16, the Foisey has now been traced for over 750 meters within our claim fabric to the southeast along the same strike towards the main Orphan vein which is 1400 meters to the southeast, providing a 2200 meter corridor yet to be explored. We are excited by the geological results to date with a dynamic active hydrothermal system potentially hosting significant mineralization.”
